Legal Standing of Animal Massage

Federal, state and foreign laws regarding animals and massage can vary widely.  Laws such as veterinary practice acts, massage therapy or parlor acts, chiropractic acts, physical therapy acts, and other rules pertaining to animals vary from state to state and possibly from town to town. It is also possible that courts or licensing authorities may interpret these laws, rules, and regulations in a way which may affect animal massage.
